Improving sixty-nine points over last year, they earned 645 points and were also given the Most Improved Chorus award.
In competition, each chorus performs two songs usually consisting of a ballad and an uptune.  Sweet Adelines International requires all competitors to use selections that have been approved for contest.  As long as the music qualifies, the choruses can interpret the songs in their own way.  The Harmony on the Sound Chorus is known for performing comedic parodies in competition.  After coming in fourth last year, the HOTS Chorus altered their package in which they appear as Matadors and sing about fighting a bull.  They replaced their ballad and changed some of the words in their uptune.  The members also spent the year working hard on their vocal skills and stage presence, determined to take back the championship.

Members of the HOTS Chorus come from Fairfield, New Haven and lower Litchfield Counties in Connecticut, and as well as a few from New York State, Massachusetts and Florida.  They love to get together each week to sing four-part, a cappella harmony, and to visit with each other.
